Hun hefur leikid einleik med Sinfoniuhljdmsveitinni, sidast i Vidlukonsert
eftir Kjartan Olafsson sem hlaut Islensku Tonlistarverdlaunin 2001, haldid
fjolda einleikstonleika og komid fram med ymsum kammerhopum. Helga
kennir vid Tonlistarskolann i Reykjavik, Tonlistarskolann & Seltjarnarnesi og
stjornar strengjasveit Tonmenntaskoélans.

Kristinn H. Arnason lauk B.M. gradu fra Manhattan School of Music par
sem kennari hans var Nicolas Goluses. Einnig leerdi hann i Englandi hja
Gordon Crosskey og 4 Spani hja José Tomas. A namsarum sinum 1ék Kristinn
m.a. fyrir Hans Werner Henze, Manuel Barrueco og Andrés Segovia. Kristinn
hefur haldid fjolda tonleika 4 Islandi, vestan hafs og austan, medal annars i
Wigmore Hall i London og kammersal Concertgebouw i Amsterdam. Hann
hefur hljodritad fyrir hljodvarp og sjonvarp og pegid starfslaun listamanna fra
islenska rikinu. Kristinn hefur leikid inn 4 fjélda geisladiska og hlaut diskur
hans med verkum eftir Sor og Ponce Islensku tonlistarverdlaunin 4rid 1997.

Helga bérarinsdottir, the principal violist of the Iceland Symphony Orc-
hestra, studied at the Royal Northern College of Music in Manchester and later
with George Neikrug in Boston. She has appeared as a soloist with the Sym-
phony Orchestra, most recently in The Viola Concerto by Kjartan Olafsson,
for which he received the Icelandic Music Award in 2001. Poérarinsdottir has
given numerous solo concerts and appeared with several chamber music
groups. She teaches the violin and viola and conducts student string orchestras.

Kristinn H. Arnason received BM degree from Manhattan School of Music
with Nicolas Goluses. Later he studied with Gordon Crosskey in England and
José Tomas in Spain and played for musicians such as Hans Werner Henze,
Manuel Barrueco and Andrés Segovia. He has given numerous concerts in
Iceland and abroad, e.g. in Wigmor Hall, London and the chamber hall of
Concertgebouw, Amsterdam. One of his CDs, with music by Sor and Ponce,
received the Icelandic Music Award in 1997.

Benedetto Marcello var feneyskur adals-
madur, fidluleikari og tonskald. Hann var
medlimur adalsins og starfadi einnig sem
l6gmadur og bejarstjori Pola, Istrisks
bajar naleegt Feneyjum. Sonata { G-diir var
upprunalega samin fyrir viola da gamba og
fylgirddd.

Antonio Vivaldi var Feneyingur eins og
Marcello. Sonata numer 5 i e-moll sem er
eitt af sidustu verkum sem gefin voru ut
eftir hann er einnig til fyrir selld og
strengjasveit og er sennilega samin fyrir
einhvern nemanda hans i Ospedale della
Pieta sem var skoli fyrir munadarlausar
stulkur. Vivaldi var 6tralega afkastamikid
tonskald; sagt var ad hann pyrfti stundum
ad hlaupa fra prestsstorfum sinum i miori
messu til ad hripa nidur laglinur i skriio-
husinu.

Ferdinando Carulli feeddist i Napo6li i
febraar 1770, tiu manudum fyrr en
Beethoven. En 6likt Beethoven naut hann
ekki mikillar hylli { heimalandi sinu og
fluttist til Parisar 1807 og par blomstradi
ferill hans sem gitarleikari og tonskald.
Hann hefur verid talinn einn af mikil-
vaegustu tonskaldum i ségu gitartonlistar.
[ Duiett op. 137 nr. 1 { C-diir eru hlutverk
violu og gitars mjog jofn.

Ravel og Debussy toku Manuel de Falla
fagnandi pegar hann kom til Parisar 1907.
Hann vann sér fljotlega sess sem einn af
fremstu tonskaldum spaenskum. betta verk,
Premiere Danse Espagnole, er samid upp
ur operu i einum petti fra 1904 La Vida
Breve (Lifi0 er stutt). Tonskaldid vann med
ymsum af bestu listamonnum sinnar
kynslédar svo sem Diaghilev og Picasso.
Eftir borgarastridid 4 Spani fluttist hann til
Argentinu. Hann var freegur fyrir ad halda
uppi merki pjodlegrar spanskrar tonlistar.

Benedetto Marcello was a Venetian aristocrat,
violinist and composer. As a member of the
nobility he was also a lawyer, and served as
governor of Pola, an Istrian town near Venice.
Sonata in G major was originally written for
viola da gamba and continuo.

Like Marcello, Antonio Vivaldi was a
Venetian. Sonata n. 5, which also exists in a
version for cello and string orchestra, was part
of one of his last collections of works to be
published and was probably written for one of
his students at the Ospedale della Pieta, an
orphanage for girls where he taught for much of
his life. Vivaldi was also an amazingly prolific
composer, as a priest he was noted for
sometimes leaving the altar in order to quickly
jot down a musical idea in the Sacristry.

Ferdinando Carulli was born in February
1770 in Naples, Italy, ten months before Beet-
hoven. Butunlike his German contemporary he
obtained little recognition in his home country,
and moved to Paris in 1807, where his concert
and compositional career flourished. As a
guitar soloist, he performed with orchestras and
chamber ensembles and was a fine teacher. He
is described by Ruggero Chiesa as being "one
of the most important composers in the history
of the guitar". Duet Op. 137 was one of
Carulli's finer works with relatively equal roles
assigned to each of the instruments.

Manuel de Falla, welcomed to Paris by Ravel
and Debussy in 1907, soon established himself
as one of Spain's leading composers to reach
international acclaim. Premiere Danse Espagn-
ole, was from his 1904 one-act opera La Vida
Breve (Life is Short). As a composer, de Falla
worked with some of the best of his generation,
including Diaghilev and Picasso. After the
Spanish Civil War he moved to Argentina.
Throughout his life he was famous for
championing native Spanish music.
