Toémas R. Einarsson (b. 1953), double-bassplayer and composer, studied with
classical bass players in Reykjavik and in Copenhagen 1980 — 84. He has played
with Icelandic jazz groups and performed with many visiting guests, such as
Chet Baker, John Tchicai and Kenny Drew. He has played at several jazz
festivals in Scandinavia, Germany and Great Britain, such as The Glasgow Jazz
Festival and Berliner JazzTage, with his own group as well as with the
Reykjavik Jazz Quartet. He has released 12 records with his music and his most
recent CD is Havana, which he recorded in Havana with Cuban musicians in
2003 received two awards (Jazz record of the year; Jazz composition of the year)
from the The Icelandic Music Awards 2003. At The Reykjavik Art Festival
2004, a 14-piece band played a selection of Tomas R. Einarsson's music,
arranged and conducted by Samuel J. Samuelsson. The orchestra included the
Icelandic funk group Jaguar, plus eight other musicians. A live recording
(Dance, you idiot! - SMI7 CD) of the two concerts received three awards at the
Icelandic Music Awards 2004.

Snorri Sigurdarson (b. 1977), fluegelhorn and trumpet, studied at the FIH
Music School in Reykjavik and later, in 1999 — 2003, at the Conservatorium van
Amsterdam in the Netherlands. Besides teaching his istruments, he has played
and recorded with Reykjavik Big Band and various other bands in Iceland.

Oskar Gudjonsson (b. 1974), tenor- and baritone saxophone, studied at the FIH
Music School in Reykjavik. He has played and recorded with several groups,
including the fusion-group Mezzoforte. He lived in London from 2000 to 2003,
composing and playing with various groups. He has recorded five CDs as a
leader or co-leader, including two duo records; Keldulandid with his Mezzoforte
colleague, Eypor Gunnarsson, 2001 and Eftir pogn with the New York based,
Icelandic bassist, Skuli Sverrisson, 2002.

Omar Gudjonsson (b. 1978), guitar, studied at the FIH Music School in
Reykjavik. He has played with Icelandic groups of various music styles; jazz,
punk, rock and latin. He has also been active as a composer and his début CD,
Varma Land released 2003, received two nominations to the Icelandic Music
Awards in 2003.

Matthias M.D. Hemstock (b. 1967), drums and percussion, studied at The FIH
Music School in Reykjavik and The Berklee College of Music, Boston, USA. He
has since then played with Icelandic groups of almost every music style; pop
bands, free improvised music, punk groups, The Icelandic Symphony Orchestra
and last but not least he has been one of the leading drummers on the Icelandic
jazz scene for the past ten years.
