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Gunnar Kvaran teaches in the Department of Music at the Iceland
Academy of the Arts and the Reykjavik College of Music. He also
performs extensively in lceland and abroad, giving solo recitals and
chamber music concertsin many European countries, the USA and Canada,
e.g. in Wigmore Hall in London, Carnegie Hall in New York and
Beethoven Hausin Bonn. Mr. Kvaran has often performed with the lceland
Symphony Orchestra and made numerous recordings for radio and tele-
vision.
