She also took lessonsin harpsichord playing, with Helga
Ingdlfsdottir and Gudrin Oskarsdéttir and lieder-accompaniment
with Gerrit Schuil at the Sigurdur Demetz School of Singing in
Reykjavik.

Brynhildur has worked with several choirs, including the
Motetten-choir of Hallgrimskirkja and the Philharmonia Choir. In
addition, she has worked as an accompanist at the Sigurdur
Demetz School of Singing in Reykjavik. Today she teaches at
the Kopavogur Music School and the Allegro Suzuki Music
School.

Anna and Brynhildur have performed together for years, last
spring they gave a concert in the Nordic House Concert Series
15:15 performing, e.g. the music cycle Sieben friihe Lieder by
Alban Berg and songs of H. Duparc.
