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Prologues, Love Dreams, Variations and Farewell

Rachmaninoff was a master in composing short character pieces for
piano, for example Etudes-tableaux, Moments Musicaux or Préludes.
These little works are inexhaustible in ideas and diversity, gems in the
piano literature. One feels as if one is entering an art gallery and ob-
serving the colorful post-romantic paintings.

Liebestrdume (Dreams of Love) are three nocturnes originally written
as songs. The texts are by two German poets Ludwig Uhland and
Ferdinand Freiligrath and Liszt wrote the text of the poems also in the
piano arrangements. Icelandic translations are by Reynir Axelsson and
my sincere thanks go to him.

Liszt was a very religious man who was also ordained as a priest to-
wards the end of his life. Many of his works are associated with faith.
The two legends of Saint Francis of Paola are among the best known
ones for the piano. Legend number two, performed here, describes St.
Francis walking on water across the sea of the Messina Channel
between Sicily and the Italian mainland. The piece is a variation on a
"andante-walking" theme.

Hans Variations by pPorkell (Thorkell) Sigurbjérnsson, written in 1979,
were dedicated to the Swedish pianist Hans Palsson. The theme is an
Icelandic folk song about a knight. For each of the 14 variations, the
composer uses small fragments of the song as if they were parts of
the knight's body which was chopped to pieces in the war. With this
performance of the Hans Variations | want to honor the memory of
porkell Sigurbjérnsson, one of Iceland's most important composers.

Sonata Das Lebewohl, or better known by its French name, Les
Adieux is one of the few works of Beethoven where the composer
gives a certain program or rather some sort of motto. Under the first
three notes at the beginning of the piece is written "Lebe Woh!"
(Farewell) and the three movements are called Farewell - Absence -
Return. The sonata is dedicated to the Archduke Rudolph,
Beethoven's friend and patron, and composed when Rudolph fled

Vienna before Napoleon's army arrived in the years 1809 -10.
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
