Bangsimonlog. The English composer H. Fraser-Simson
is best know for his collection of 64 songs with texts by
the author of Winnie the Pooh, A. A. Milne, with whom
he worked in close cooperation. These charming songs
that reflect childhood in the Edwardian age have mostly
been forgotten, apart from a few song performed by
Rowlf in the Muppet Show. Ernest Shepherd's original
drawings will accompany the performance of these
gems.

Sweelinck tonlistarhaskolanum i Amsterdam arid 1993.
Hann hefurkomid framvidaumheimieinleik ogsamleik,
medal annars med CAPUT hopnum a Nordurlondunum,
italiv, i Kanada, Bandarikjunum og Japan og piandleik
hans ma heyra a fjolda Utgefinna hljomdiska. Daniel hef-
ur samid og Utsett tonlist fyrir leikhus, songvara og kora,
t.d. tvo songleiki fyrir barnakora: messusongleikinn Leid-
ina til lifsins arid 2000 og Fuglakabarett vorid 2013 og a
geisladiski kammerkorsins Hymnodiu eru fjogur jolalog
eftir hann.

Daniel hefur fjorum sinnum hlotid starfslaun fra
Menntamalaraduneytinu og arid 2000 var hann Utnefnd-
ur baejarlistamadur a Akureyri. Hann byr nu i Eyjafjardar-
sveit, kennir vid Tonlistarskélann a Akureyri, starfar sem
organisti og korstjori vid Laugalandsprestakall i Eyjafirdi
og er stjornandi Kvennakdrs Akureyrar.



Michael Jon Clarke is a graduate of the Trinity College of
MusicinLondon, Southernllinois University in Edwards-
ville, USA, and the Royal Northern College of Music in
Manchester. He has taught at the Akureyri Music School
for more than 45 years and was recently presented with
a lifetime achievement award by the city of Akureyri. He
has appeared at numerous recitals, sung many opera
roles, musicals and oratorios as well as acting and con-
ducting numerous orchestras and choirs.

In recent years Michael has increasingly turned his
attention to composition. His work Aldamdtakveedi was
performed in 2012, at the celebrations of 150 years of
Akureyri township and a year later he issued a CD of his
Passion Hymns with Eypor IngiJonsson. Two of hisrecent
works will be performed at the International Organ
Conferencein Gothenburgin Septemberthisfall. He was
awarded the Akureyri Resident Artist of 1997.

Pianist Daniel Porsteinsson furthered his musical studies
at the Sweelinck Conservatory in Amsterdam, where he
graduated in 1993. Since then, he has performed ex-
tensively as piano soloist and accompanist, and also
composer and arranger for theatre, singers and choirs.
He has composed two musicals for children The Way to
Lifein 2000 for the Akureyri Church and the Bird Cabaret
in 2013.

Daniel has made many recordings. Four of his songs
have beenrecorded by the Hymnodia Chamber Choir. He
has performed withthe CAPUT ensemble in Scandinavia,
Italy, Canada, U.S.A. and Japan. He has received the Ice-
landic Artists' Salaries four times, and was named the
Akureyri Resident Artist of 2000. Daniel teaches at Akur-
eyri Music School, conducts the AkureyriWomen's Choir
and is the organist and choir director in Laugarland par-
ish North Iceland.
