After gradu-
ation from the Reykjavik College of Music he studied at the
Royal Danish Academy of Music with Erling Blondal Bengts-
son, and in Basel and Paris under the guidance of Professor
Reine Flachot. Gunnar has taught at the Reykjavik College
of Music for thirty years. In 2005 he was appointed profes-
soratthelceland Academy of the Arts. He also performs ex-
tensively in Iceland and abroad, giving solo recitals and
chamber music concerts in many European countries, USA
and Canada, e.g. in Wigmore Hall in London, Carnegie Hall
in New York and Beethoven Haus in Bonn. He has been
invited to perform at several summer music festivals in the
USA, along with his wife, violinist Gudny Gudmundsdottir.
Gunnar has frequently performed with the Iceland Sym-
phony Orchestra and made numerous recordings for radio,
television LPs and CDs.

In 1996 he was nominated the Artist of the Year in his
town of residence, Seltjarnarnes, and in 2006, he was aw-
arded the Icelandic Order of the Falcon.

Helga Bryndis Magnusdottir enjoys a varied career as con-
cert pianist, chamber musician and teacher. She has per-
formed as soloist with orchestras such as the Iceland Sym-
phony Orchestra, and appeared at festivals such as Reykja-
vik Art Festival, performing concerts by Ravel, Poulenc,
Brahms, Gershwinand J.S. Bach. She performed live onthe
Nordic television program Kontrapunktur broadcasted a-
cross Scandinavia. As a member of the Caput ensemble she
has performed throughout Europe and recorded several
CDs. She performs and records regularly with many of Ice-
land's most beloved singers and instrumentalists, in Iceland
and abroad.

Helga Bryndis studied the piano at the Reykjavik Col-
lege of Music before further pursuing her studies in Vienna
with Prof. Leonid Brumberg, and in Helsinki with Prof. Liisa
Pohjola and Tuija Hakkila. She holds a positionasanaccom-
panist at the Iceland Academy of the Arts and at the music
schools of Kopavogur, Reykjanesbaer and Akureyri.
