Stravinsky
sotti innblastur sinn medal annars til Mozarts og eldri og klass-
iskra hefda, en leitadi jafnframt nyrra leida i verkum sinum. A
midjum aldriflutti Stravinsky til Bandarikjanna og hafdi mikil ahrif
a parlent ténlistarlif, par a medal a Copland.

In this concert, the musical world of the string quartet, with the flute
at the forefront, will be explored. The composers influenced each
otherin one way or another and they, except Mozart, were inspired
by ‘The New World’ on the other side of the Atlantic Ocean. In their
works, the development of music from the classical tradition to the
tradition that had been established in ‘The New World’ can be heard.

In the Flute Quartet No. 1 in D major by W.A. Mozart the character
of the composer’s music is easily recognizable; a joyful first move-
ment, a second movement full of simple yet wistful melodies and a
danceable third movement. Mozart was, without adoubt, one of the
most influential composers of the classical period and had a great
influence on the composers that came after him.

String Quartet No. 12 in F major, often nicknamed the ‘American’, by
Antonin Dvorak carries with it the same joyfulness, wistfulness and
danceability, as in the work of Mozart. The piece also has a tradition-
al classical form, but the themes take their inspiration elsewhere,
both from ‘The New World’, where the composerwas living when he
wrote the quartet, and from the folklore traditions of Czech,
Dvorak's home country.

The American composer Aaron Copland was inspired by his home
country. His work Two Threnodies for Flute and String Trio was
composed in the memory of two important individuals in Copland's
life; the Russian composer Igor Stravinsky and the model Beatrice
Cunningham. Cunningham was a close friend of Copland, while he
mostly knew Stravinsky through his music. Stravinsky took inspirat-
ionfrom, among others, Mozart - older and classical traditions, while
searching for new paths in composition. Stravinsky moved to the
United States around the middle of his life and greatly influenced the
American music scene, including Aaron Copland.

Assobio A Jato (The Jet Whistle) by the Brazilian composer Heitor
Villa-Lobos was composedin New York around the center of the 20th
century. Villa-Lobos was underalot of influence from Johann Sebast-
ian Bach but he was also inspired by the folklore traditions of his
home country, Brazil. The influence from both directions can be
heard in the exciting duet for flute and cello.



Flutist Kristin Yr Jonsdéttir finished her Bachelor’s degree with the
highest grade from The Royal Danish Academy of Music in Copen-
hagenin 2021. Now she is pursuing her Master’s degree at the same
institute with Ulla Miilmann and Dora Seres. She has won prizes at
international competitions and appeared as soloist with the Iceland
Symphony Orchestra and Iceland Youth Symphony Orchestra. She
regularly plays with both Icelandicand Danish symphony orchestras.

Violinist Hekla Finnsdéttir received her Bachelor’s and Master’s
degreesfrom The Royal Danish Academy of Music where she studied
with Michael Malmgreen. She has attended courses and taken
master-classes from various violinists like Joseph Swensen, Agata
Szymczewska, Gerard Schulz, Ilya Gringolts and Ray Chen. Hekla has
played with a few youth orchestras and often been appointed as the
concertmaster and section leader. Hekla plays a Czech violin by
Ferdinand A. Homolka from 1889.

Anna Elisabet Sigurdardottir studies the viola with Professor Tim
Frederiksen at The Royal Danish Academy of Music, working on her
Master’s degree. She is very active as an orchestra and chamber
musician and is e.g. a member of the Elja Chamber Ensemble in Ice-
land, which is dedicated to innovative programming and perform-
ance. Anna plays frequently with the Iceland Symphony Orchestra
and Copenhagen Phil in Denmark. Anna Elisabet plays a viola made
by Yann Besson.

Cellist Hjortur Pall Eggertsson currently pursues his Master’s
program at The Royal Danish Academy of Music in Copenhagen und-
er the guidance of Morten Zeuthen. He also studies conducting at
the Malko Academy for Young Conductors, which operates in
cooperation with the Danish National Symphony Orchestra. Hjortur
is a member of the Elja Chamber Ensemble as well as working fre-
quently as a substitute player with the Iceland Symphony Orchestra.
He plays a cello made in 2016 by the Icelandic luthier Hans Jéhanns-
son.
