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Freyr Sigurjénsson furthered his studies in Manchester at the
Royal Northern College of Music. Among his teachers were
Trevor Wye, William Bennet and Patricia Morris. Upon his grad-
uation in 1982 Freyr became the solo flutist of the Bilbao Sym-
phony Orchestra in Spain. He has performed with ensembles
and orchestras all over Spain both as a soloist and as a guest
principal flute, e.g. with Madrid Radio Orchestra and the Mos-
cow Virtuosi. The Icelandic composer J6n Asgeirsson wrote a
concert for Freyr in 1999 which he performed in 2020 with the
Bilbao Symphony Orchestra.

Freyr has held many master-classes in Spain and in England,
and as a professor at the J.C. Arriaga Conservatory in Bilbao he
was commissioned to create a program for the flute studies
from grade one to university level.

Arnaldur Arnarson was born in Reykjavik in 1959. He has stud-
ied musicin Sweden, Iceland, England and Spain with teachers
and professors Gunnar H. Jonsson, Gordon Crosskey, John Will-
iams, George Hadjinikos and José Tomas. After taking the first
prize in the XXl ,,Fernando Sor“ International Guitar Competit-
ion in Rome in 1992 he has been considered one of Iceland’s
foremost instrumentalists.

Arnaldur has performed widely in Europe, Australia, Latin
America and the USA. The last four decades he has been the
co-principal and guitar teacher at the Luthier School of Music
and Dance in Barcelona. He regularly gives master classes and
has been a jury member in music competitions around the
world. Recently he has beenteaching and giving concertsin his
home country, Iceland.



Italian composer and pianist Mario Castelnuovo-Tedesco from
Florence had a great fondness for the guitar, especially after
meeting Spanish maestro Andrés Segovia in 1932. He wrote
numerous works for the instrument; solo pieces, concerti and
chamber works. He composed the Sonatina op. 205 for flute
and guitar in the summer of 1965.

Franz Schubert spent most of his life in Vienna. He wrote these
very brief waltzes for the piano, in all thirty-six, whereas his
contemporary, composer and editor, Anton Diabelli published
a selection of fifteen in an arrangement for flute and guitar.
Schubert and Diabelli were both very competent guitarists.

Celso Machado was born near Sao Paulo, Brazil. He studied both
classical and flamenco guitar and Brazilian popular characterist-
ics are very much present in his music. He is a highly skilled
guitarist and percussionist. Currently he lives in British Columb-
ia, Canada.

Maximo Diego Pujol from Buenos Aires, Argentina studied guit-
ar and composition. As a prolific composer, he often finds in-
spiration in the popular music of Argentina, only to mention
the Tango. In the Buenos Aires Suite for flute and guitar, he
evokes the atmosphere of different parts of his mighty home
city.
