Einar J6hannesson was bornin Reykjavik and studied the clarinet
at the Reykjavik College of Music with Gunnar Egilson and The
Royal College of Music in London with Bernard Walton and John
McCaw. There he won the coveted Thurston prize, awarded in
the memory of the great English clarinettist. In 1976 Einar won a
competition to participate in Sir Yehudi Menuhin’s Live Music
Now, and three years later he was awarded the Sonning Prize for
young Nordic Soloists. He has appeared as soloist and chamber
musician all over the world and recorded for various radio and
television networks, often presenting pieces especially written
for him. Einar was the principal clarinet with the Iceland Sym-
phony Orchestra from 1980 until 2012. He is one of the founding
members of the internationally recognized ensemble The Reykja-
vik Wind Quintet. He also sings with Voces Thules, a group of six
male singers specializing in medieval Icelandic church music.

Alessandra Pompili was bornin Rome and studied with celebrat-
ed Argentinian pianist and composer Sergio Calligaris. Under his
guidance she graduated with the highest mark at L’Aquila Con-
servatoire. She then moved on to Paris to study with Arnaldo
Graziosiand Marcella Crudeli at the Ecole Normale de Musique de
Paris, again passing cum laude. At this point she found enough
time for her other interests: the history of art and archaeology.
At Manchester University she gained her Masters degree in
archaeology and Doctoral degree in the History of Art and Arch-
aelogy. She is now an Honorary Teaching Fellow at Manchester
University.

Alessandra is the pianist-in-residence of the Dante Alighieri
Societyin Manchesterand hasrecently become the musicadvisor
of the Mirak Chamber Music Series in Arlington, USA. She has
performed for years as a soloist to critical and public acclaim in
Italy, The United Kingdom, Hungary, Iceland, Germany, Poland
and the USA.
