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Pérunn Gudmundsdéttir has made aname for herself inrecent years asa com-
poserand writer. She graduated from the Reykjavik College of Music as aflutist
and singer and continued her musical studies in Indiana University, USA, receiv-
ing her doctorate in singing and vocal studies. After returning home, she has
had a successful career as a soloist, performing with the Iceland Symphony Or-
chestra, the Reykjavik Chamber Orchestra and various ensembles and choirs.
As a very successful teacher she has graduated a large number of singers.
Around the turn of the century, Pérunn took her first steps in composing,
both music and theater texts, and she has since composed quite a few plays,
musicals, operas and songs. Among her works are th plays Apples and Oaks and
Sisters and the musicals Kolrassa, Gestagangur and Stund milil strida, which was
chosen as the most interesting amateur theater show in 2014 and was shown
atthe National Theater. Her work has been well received by critics and audienc-
es alike. In 2022, the opera Mcerpd6ll by Pérunn was performed under the dir-
ection of Bjarna Thor Kristinsson, and received highly praised reviews. Later
that year, the music group Hnodriinordritoured the North Iceland performing
the musical £vintyri d adventunni by Pérunn for elementary school children.

Mezzo-soprano ErlaDéraVogler grew upin East Iceland where she started her
music studies. She graduated from the Reykjavik College of Music in 2007,
where Pérunn Gudmundsddttir was her main teacher, and was subsequently
admitted to the Opera Department of the Conservatory of Music in Vienna.
Among her teachers there were professor Orlowsky, Theimer and Bernhard
Adler. She furthered her studies there, at the Department of Lieder and Ora-
torio, with Marjana Burgstaller-Lipovsek.

Erla Déra’s repertoire spans both classical and lighter music. She has per-
formed in numerous solo concerts, with orchestras, solo instruments and
chamber orchestras, both in Iceland and Austria. As a skilled actress she has
participated in operas, musicals and plays and has been actively managing
many of them. Currently Erla Déra is part of the music groups Trié Akureyrar,
Trié Tunfifilland Hnodriinordri. In 2010 Erla Ddra and the Austrian pianist Doris
Lindner released a CD with Icelandic songs - Viravirki. With pianist Eva Pyri
Hilmarsddttir she released a CD with works for solo voice and piano by the
Icelandic female composer Jérunn Vidar which was nominated as the Album
of the Year 2018 at the Icelandic Music Award.

After studying classical singing with Pérunn Gudmundsdéttir at the Hafnar-
fjorour Music School Bjork Nielsdéttir furthered her studies at the Conserva-
tory of Amsterdam. In 2015 she received her master’s degree with the highest
honors and also received special recognition for her artistic achievements.
Bjork has performed in premieres of numerous operas, theatrical product-
ions, and musical works in The Netherlands, Germany and Iceland. In 2020 she
released two CD albums; Peysur & Parruk - the debut album of Gadus Morhua



Ensemble, and the DUplum Dud’s mini-album Flowers of Evil. Bjérk is amember
of the Kaja Draksler Octet, Ddplum DU6, Gadus Morhua, Cauda Collective, and
Stirni Ensemble. She has toured with Bjork Gudmundsdottirand Florence & The
Machine as a vocalist and trumpet player. Bjork was awarded the Brightest
Hope at the Icelandic Music Awards in 2018 and was nominated as the Singer
of the Year 2021 by the same institution. She has been nominated twice, 2019
and ‘23, as the Singer of the Year at Grima the Icelandic performing arts award.

Gréa Margrét Valdimarsdéttir graduated with a B. Mus degree in violin per-
formance from the Iceland University of the Arts under the supervision of
Audur Hafsteinsdottirin 2006. She studied in Germany before moving to USA
completing her M. Mus degree from the University of Illinois under the
guidance of Sigurbjorn Bernhardsson. She also studied at The Hartt School in
Connecticut with Anton Miller graduating in 2011 with a Graduate Professional
Diploma and an Artist Diploma in 2013.

Grda Margrétis abig advocate of new music, and several works have been
specially dedicated to her. She has also great interest for the historically
informed performance practice of baroque music and regularly performs in
concerts with such bands, e.g. the Brak Baroque Band and the International
Baroque Orchestra in Reykjavik. She frequently plays with the Icelandic Sym-
phony Orchestra, the Northern Symphony Orchestra and the Orchestra of the
Icelandic Opera. Gréa Margrét has completed Level 5 of the Suzuki Teacher's
Course with Lilja Hjaltaddttir and teaches at Allegro Music School and the
Akranes Music School.

After graduating from the Reykjavik College of Music pianist Eva Pyri Hilmars-
déttir furthered herstudiesin Denmark, with prof. John Damgaard at the Royal
Academy of Musicin Aarhus, receiving an Advanced Soloist Diploma. Then she
studied with Michael Dussek at the Royal Academy of Music in London and
graduated from the MA Piano Accompaniment Course with Distinction and was
awarded a DipRAM and the Christian Carpender Piano Prize for an outstanding
final recital.

Eva Pyriis an active figure in the Icelandic music scene, taking avid interest
in chamber music and lieder and has performed with some of the most out-
standing Icelandic musicians. She has given solo recitals, performed with vari-
ous orchestras and ensembles, and premiered numerous works by Icelandic
and foreign composers. Eva Pyriwas one of theleaders of The Year of Icelandic
Song in Salurinn in Képavogur in 2022-23 and the co-founder and pianist of a
new annual Lieder-festival in Hannesarholt in Reykjavik Ljédid lifi. Her CD with
Erla Déra Vogler Jérunn Vidar - S6ngvar was nominated as the Album of the
Year 2018 at the Icelandic Music Award. Eva Pyri teaches at the Iceland Uni-
versity of the Arts.
