Originally a rock musician, his attention soon turned towards
jazz, and now Bjorn tours both as a soloist and with his bands
all around the world, playing pop, jazz, rock, blues, country and
whatever style of music he feels like playing at the time. Bjérn’s
bands include Cold Front with Canada’s Richard Gillis besides
the Guitar Islancio, which has the honor of being the first Ice-
landic jazz group to have a gold certificate album. Bjérn has
also collaborated with musicians such as Niels-Henning @rsted
Pedersen, Kazumi Watanabe, Tommy Emmanuel, Al Di Meola,
Robben Ford and Larry Coryell, to name a few.

Since returning to Iceland from Sweden
in 1990, J6n has been very active in the musical life of Iceland,
performing jazz, blues, rock, classical music, playing in dance
bands, for theatre shows, and taking part in many recordings.
Jon has performed and recorded with many world renowned
jazz musicians, including Philip Catherine, Didier Lockwood,
Sylvain Luc, Kazumi Watanabe, Jargen Svare, James Carter,
Larry Coryell, UlIf Wakenius and Nils Landgren.

Guja has sung the solo parts of
e.g. Bach’'s Matthew Passion and Christmas Oratorio, Handel's
Messiah, Duruflé’s Requiem, Beethoven’s Mass in C and
Dvorak’s and Péart's Stabat Mater. In August 2013 Guja went as
a fellow of the Wagner Scholarship Foundation to Bayreuth to
enjoy their annual Fellow program.

Guja studied at the Guildhall School of Music and Drama,
the Mozarteum University in Salzburg and the Conservatory in
Utrecht.

In 2014, MRS Classics released
her solo violin disc DIALOGUS with works, all of which were
written for her. That disc has been highly acclaimed, e.g. by Voix
des Arts, and one of Fanfare Magazine's critics, Maria Nockin,
has named it as one of the best CDs of the year 2015. In 2015
MSR Classics re-released the critically acclaimed 2-CD set
of her playing the Sonatas and Partitas for solo violin by J.S.
Bach, first released in 2008.

As a soloist and a member of various guitar duos, Seren
Bedker Madsen has recorded several CDs and DVDs, and
performed in an extensive number of concerts both at home and
abroad. Since 1981 he has been a teacher at Kolding Musikskole,
and has taught the guitar and musical education at the Royal
Academy of Music in Aarhus. He is the co-author of several
guitar teaching books, and as composer and arranger he works
e.g. for the Danish State Radio.

TWO COMRADES - Asger Jorn and Sigurjén Olafsson
Sigurjon Olafsson and Asger Jorn were both influential figures in
avant-garde art in Denmark in the 1930s and 40s, and they had a close
relationship until Sigurjén returned to Iceland at the end of World
War Il.

By showing works by Asger Jorn in the collection of the National
Gallery of Iceland alongside selected works by Sigurjon Olafsson
from the same period, the intention is to open a dialogue which will
throw light upon unexplored links between these influential artists.



Educated in Denmark, sculptor Sigurjon Olafsson (1908-1982)
was one of the pioneers of modernistic art in Iceland. He also
developed the realistic style that characterizes his portrait
busts and statues. He has been named one of his century’s
most important portrait sculptors.

The Sigurjon Olafsson Museum was founded in 1984 by the
artist’s widow, Birgitta Spur. She had his studio converted to
a museum building, which was opened for public in 1988. In
2012 she donated the museum, including a large collection of
Sigurjon Olafsson’s sculptures, to the National Gallery of Ice-
land. The museum is situated by the seafront on the historical
Laugarnes peninsula, a 30 minutes easy walk along the shore
from Reykjavik city centre. The cafeteria, with a beautiful view
over the ocean, is open during museum hours and after the
summer concerts.
