In the past
years Ms. Gudmundsdéttir has,
besides extensive concertising with
the Iceland Symphony Orchestra
and other ensembles, appeared as a
soloist with orchestras in Mexico,
Hong Kong and Puerto Rico. She
has also given recitals and
performed chamber music in Israel,
Japan, China, in many European
countries and the United States.
Ms. Gudmundsdéttir has made several recordings on Icelandic labels.
In 1996, she was awarded the Knight’s Cross of the Order of the
Falcon for her work in music.

Gunnar Kvaran teaches in the Department of Music at the Iceland
Academy of the Arts and the Reykjavik College of Music. He also
performs extensively in Iceland and abroad, giving solo recitals and
chamber music concerts in many European countries, the USA and
Canada, e.g. in Wigmore Hall in London, Carnegie Hall in New York
and Beethoven Haus in Bonn.

He was appointed in 1989 to his current
position of assistant principal and director of the jazz department in
the F.I.H. Music School in Reykjavik. He has been very active in the
Icelandic jazz scene for many years and has taken part in many multi-
national projects. Flosason has four times received an Icelandic music
award and twice been nominated to the Nordic Music Awards.

Peter Tompkins was born in England and obtained a Performance
Diploma from the Royal College of Music and a Teacher’s Diploma
from the Royal Academy of Music in London. Since his arrival in
Iceland in 1988, he has been active in the musical life of the country
both as a soloist and an orchestral member in opera, theatrical,
chamber and church music ensembles. He is the director of the
Skalholt Bach Consort and teaches in the Hafnarfjordur Music
School. Tompkins has performed in concerts widely outside Iceland,
for example in the Nordic countries, in Europe and in the United
States. Mr. Tompkins was granted a cultural award from the town of
Gardaber in 2000.

Guido Biumer was born in North-Germany and moved to Iceland in
2000. He studied music in Bremen where he obtained a Teacher’s
Diploma for both flute and saxophone. He took post-graduate studies
at Basel Conservatory in Switzerland where he obtained a
Performance Diploma par excellence, and at Bowling Green State
University in Ohio in the United States where he obtained an Artist
Certificate. Baumer taught at the Lucerne music school and
performed on baritone saxophone in the Mit-links saxophone quartet.
He has performed with the Iceland Symphony Orchestra, the Caput
ensemble and the North Iceland Symphony Orchestra. He has also
performed the Ibert saxophone concerto and premiered compositions
by Icelandic composers. Baumer teaches at the Képavogur Music

School and at the West- and Mid-Reykjavik schools concert band.

Gerdur Bolladéttir soprano grew up in Northern Iceland where her
father was a minister. At a very young age, she began to sing in her
father’s church, but her formal vocal training started when she was
eighteen. She studied under the guidance of Sigurdur Demetz in
Reykjavik and later furthered her studies at the Indiana University,
School of Music in Bloomington, where her teachers were Martina
Arroyo and Klara Barlow. Bolladéttir has devoted her attention
mainly to Lied singing and religious songs. In 2003, she released a
CD with songs in celebration of the last catholic bishop in Iceland,
Jon Arason, beheaded in 1550. Her latest CD is an anthology of

Icelandic folk music for voice and strings.

Sophie Marie Schoonjans studied the harp at the Royal Music
College in Brussels and graduated 1984, with the emphasis on
chamber music. She has played with many orchestras such as the
Philharmonic Orchestra of Hong Kong, the Icelandic Symphony
Orchestra and Orchestre du Festival de Bruxelles and has been an
active performer of chamber music both in Iceland and abroad.

Pamela De Sensi was born in Rome 1975 but raised in the South-
Italian town of Lamezia Terme. She studied at conservatories in
Campobasso and Rome and took lessons with the renowned flutists
C. Klemm, M. Ziegler, F. Reengli, T. Wye, M. Larrieu and M.
Ancillotti. She has participated in many festivals and music
competitions in Italy and performed at concerts in Europe both as a
soloist and in ensembles. Since 1997, she has played with the quartet
Horus Ensemble and from 1998 the trio Shéhérazade. Currently she
lives in Iceland and works as a music teacher in various schools while
performing regularly at concerts all around the country.
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Sculptor Sigurjén Olafsson (1908-1982) has been named

one of his century’s most important portrait sculptors but

he also developed a personal abstract style. Trained as
a house painter, he entered the Danish Royal Academy
of Fine Arts in 1928, from which he graduated in 1935,
having supplemented his studies with a year in Rome. As an
experimental sculptor he brought both classical schooling
and artistic insight to a variety of materials from clay and
plaster to wood, metal, stone and concrete. His versatility
has inspired younger generations of Icelandic artists. His
works are found in museums and private collections in
Iceland, Denmark, Sweden, Italy and the United States. As
one of the leading artists of Iceland, he was entrusted with
numerous challenging commissions, among them a 90 m
long relief at the Burfell Power Station. Public monuments
by Olafsson in Reykjavik include the Zhrone Pillars at Ho£0i
house, Emblem of Iceland close to the University Cinema

and the Pack Horse at Hlemmur Square.

The Sigurjén Olafsson Museum was founded by the artist’s
family who converted his studio to house a large collection
of his works. The museum is situated by the seafront on
the historical Laugarnes peninsula, a 30 minutes easy walk
along the shore from Reykjavik city centre. The cafeteria,

with a beautiful view over the ocean, is open during museum

hours and after the summer concerts.
