Gunnar Kvaran was born in Reykjavik in 1944. After graduation
from the Reykjavik College of Music he studied at the Royal
Danish Academy of Music with Erling Blondal Bengtsson, and in
Basel and Paris under the guidance of Professor Reine Flachot.
Gunnar has taught at the Reykjavik College of Music for thirty
years. In 2005 he was appointed professor at the Iceland Academy
of the Arts. He also performs extensively in Iceland and abroad,
giving solo recitals and chamber music concerts in many European
countries, USA and Canada, e.g. in Wigmore Hall in London,
Carnegie Hall in New York and Beethoven Haus in Bonn. He has
been invited to perform at several summer music festivals in the
USA, along with his wife, violinist Gudny Gudmundsdéttir.
Gunnar has frequently performed with the Iceland Symphony
Orchestra and made numerous recordings for radio, television LPs
and CDs.

In 1996 he was nominated the Artist of the Year in his town of
residence, Seltjarnarnes, and in 2006, he was awarded the Icelandic
Order of the Falcon.

Helga Bryndis Magnusdéttir enjoys a varied ca-

reer as concert pianist, chamber musician and teach-

er. She has performed as soloist with orchestras such

as the Iceland Symphony Orchestra, and appeared

at festivals such as Reykjavik Art Festival, perform-

ing concerts by Ravel, Poulenc, Brahms, Gershwin and J.S. Bach.

She performed live on the Nordic television program Kontrapunktur

broadcasted across Scandinavia. As a member of the Caput ensem-

ble she has performed throughout Europe and recorded several

CDs.

Upon his grad-
uation, Freyr became the solo flutist of the Bilbao Symphony
Orchestra in Spain, a position he still holds. He has performed
with ensembles and orchestras all over Spain both as a soloist and
as a guest principal flute, e.g. with Madrid Radio Orchestra and
the Moscow Virtuosi. Freyr premiered Carl Nielsen’s flute concerto
in Bilbao in 1986. He also premiered that work in Iceland in 1978.
Freyr has performed Mozart’s harp and flute concert many times
with renowned harpists, such as Marisa Robles, Maria Rosa Calvo-
Manzano and Marion Desguace.

Freyr teaches at the J.C. Arriaga Conservatory in Bilbao and has
held many masterclasses in Spain. Most recently, he has held mas-
terclasses at the Trinity Laban Conservatoire of Music & Dance in
Greenwich, England. In the fall of 2018 Freyr will premier the
flute concerto of Jén Asgeirsson,with the Iceland Symphony
Orchestra.

Sélveig Thoroddsen Jonsddttir was born in Reykjavik in 1989 and
started singing at an early age. In Iceland, Sélveig received harp les-
sons from Marion Herrera and Sophie Schoonjans. In the autumn of
2009, Sélveig moved to Cardiff, Wales to study classical harp under
Caryl Thomas at the Royal Welsh College of Music & Drama, where
she also enjoyed the guidance of Meinir Heulyn and Valerie Aldrich-
Smith. She received her Bachelor of Music degree in the summer of
2013. Sélveig’s first encounter with the triple harp was through the
Welsh harpist Robin Huw Bowen, with whom she took several
classes. Growing interest in Historical Performance led her to con-
tinue her studies in the Early Music Department of the Hochschule
fir Kunste Bremen in Germany, where she studied historical harps
with Margit Schultheif3, obtaining a Master of Music degree in July
2016. Sélveig currently works as a continuo player and soloist in
Bremen and the surrounding area.

Educated in Denmark, sculptor Sigurjén Olafsson (1908—
1982) was one of the pioneers of modernistic art in Iceland.
He also developed the realistic style that characterizes his
portrait busts and statues. He has been named one of his
century’s most important portrait sculptors.

The Sigurjon Olafsson Museum was founded in 1984 by the
artist’s widow, Birgitta Spur. She had his studio converted to
a museum building, which was opened for public in 1988. In
2012 she donated the museum, including a large collection of
Sigurjén Olafsson’s sculptures to the National Gallery of
Iceland. The museum is situated by the seafront on the
historical Laugarnes peninsula, a 30 minutes easy walk along
the shore from Reykjavik city centre. The cafeteria, with a
beautiful view over the ocean, is open during museum hours
and after the summer concerts.
